The Kradwell School

The Kradwell School is a unique, specialty school located in the Milwaukee area dedicated to serving the needs of students
who, because of medical, behavioral, or developmental difficulties, fail to succeed in their standard mainstream educa-
tional environment. The school serves 135 students, which includes students funded by 22 Wisconsin school districts.
Kradwell provides a full complement of curriculum and instruction to students in grades K-12 on a year-round basis.
The school satisfies the academic and behavioral needs of students who do not succeed in the traditional school
environment, such as students diagnosed with behavioral/psychological disorders. Kradwell also serves children with
learning disabilities and students who become targets of verbal and physical abuse by peers.

Kradwell has partnered with local foundations to provide scholarships totaling approximately $100,000 per school year to
disadvantaged students. The Elizabeth Brinn Scholarships also include transportation.

Other features:

1. A student/teacher ratio of 5:1. Each teacher develops a program of instruction specific to a student’s learning and
behavioral characteristics.

2. Each week, teachers mail progress notes to the student’s home and, by parental request, to the referral source, e.g., ther-

apist, counselor, and psychiatrist. Teachers write observations relating to specific behaviors, thereby assisting therapists in
making treatment or medication modifications.
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
